Summary: The percentage of population over 65 years Is raised here and all over the world. The increase of age
leads to changes in general well-being, including dental health. The aim of this sfudy is fo investigate self-assessment
of dental health based on five grades (from poor to excellent), as well as ifs influence on general well-being and guality
of life (Qol). An inquiry was made fo 837 patients, divided into four groups: by sex and by age (65-74 and over 73). On
one hand dental health is correlated to marital status and level of education, and on the other - to general well-being
and Qol. 39,1% of patients evaluate their dental health as “fair” and 37,6 % as “good”. From all the investigated patients
80,3% answer that their dental health is related to general well-being and QolL. A correlation between dental heaith,
general well-being and Qol s established from genatric patients’ self-assessment in this study.
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
